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ADMISSION OF HORSES: Horses will be admitted to the fairgrounds on Wednesday, August
1, 2008 after 2:00 p.m. All horses shall leave the Fairgrounds no later than 12:00 midnight
Sunday, August 5, 2008.

ARENA: The west arena is 150 x 300, surrounded in two-rail PVC vinyl fencing, and is
constructed of 6 compacted limestone base covered with 2 1/2 of 2NS sand rubber crumble
mix. The east arena is 120 x 300, surrounded in two-rail PVC vinyl fencing, and constructed
of 6 limestone base covered with 6 sandy loam soil. The warm-up arena is 120 x 240, and
is constructed of sandy loam soil base.

ATTIRE: All riders, drivers, handlers and attendants must be appropriately attired to enter the
show ring. No jeans, shorts, tank tops, or halter tops. Gentlemen attendants must wear shirt
and tie for evening performances, women should be comparably dressed.

BEDDING AND STABLING: Shavings must be pre-ordered on the registration form. All horses
staying overnight must have a stall. Please note any special needs on the registration form,
including number of stallion stalls needed. Gates are provided on all stalls which are at least
10 x10 in size. There will be no refund for stalls.

CAMPING: Camping space with water and electric hook-up is available on a rst come, rst
served basis. All campers/camping units must be registered at the show of ce upon arrival
at the show grounds. Horse trailers hooked up to water and/or electricity will be charged for
camping. The fee for camping is $60 per unit during the show regardless of length of stay.
Horses are strictly prohibited in the camping areas.

CHAMPIONSHIPS: 1st and 2nd place exhibitors must show back in their respective cham-
pionship or forfeit placings. Stripping of saddles will not be required of any exhibitors in any
of the divisions or classes.

CLASSES: Show management reserves the right to combine, divide, cancel or reschedule
any class should the best interest of the show require it. In case of cancellation, the entry fee
will be refunded. Exhibitors will be noti ed as per USEF rules. Failure to appear in the ring
is the exhibitor’s responsibility and no refund will be made.

DISCIPLINE: Exhibitors are warned that any action of discourtesy or disobedience to the
of cials on the part of the owner, rider, or driver, will disqualify the horse. Exhibitors will be
held fully responsible for any damage caused by their horse(s). The management reserves
the right to remove any groom, horse, rider or driver from the show, without being liable for
compensation. No exhibitor, owner or trainer shall approach a Judge with regard to a deci-
sion unless he rst obtains permission from the Steward, who shall arrange an appointment
with the Judge at a proper time and place, and under no circumstances, while any session of
the show is in progress. Exhibitors are to refrain from fraternizing with the judge at any time
before or during the show.

DOGS: Dogs must be on a leash. The management will enforce this order and asks
that you graciously cooperate. Furthermore dogs are not allowed in the spectator area
around the arenas.

ENTRIES: Entries close July 22, 2008, Midnight. Entries must be submitted on the Of cial
Entry Form for the show. The entry form may be duplicated. A photocopy of the Certi cate of
Registration of each registered horse entered must be submitted with the entry forms. If the
owner on the registration paper is different from the person entering the horse, an af davit
a copy of the sales contract or authorization form must be led with the entries. All horses
must show proof of a negative Coggins test dated after January 1 of the current year. Back
numbers will not be issued until all paperwork is completed. For post entries add $20
per horse. Morning classes should be entered the prior evening.
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GOLF CARTS, SCOOTERS, ETC: Minors who do not have a valid driver s license which allows
them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to
operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles,
scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors
who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles
as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver s license. Violations of this
rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s), and /or trainer(s) who are
responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child,
parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition for the remainder of the competi-
tion and charges being led against any of the above individuals in accordance with USEF
rule 7. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are
exempt from this rule.

HEADERS: Headers must be at least 16 years old and be suitably attired.

HOLDS: Must be requested before the start of the session in which the class is to be held.
Holds will be two (2) minutes and will not be cancelled.

JUDGES: The Show Committee reserves the right to substitute a Judge for the one who is
of cially designated in the Premium List, as in accordance with USEF guidelines It is a viola-
tion of USEF rules to commit any act or make remarks during the show that are considered
offensive or made with intent to in uence or cast aspersions on the judging and any exhibitor
may be barred from the show for this offense by the Show Committee. No contact shall be
made with the Judges during the period of the show unless accompanied by a member of the
Show Committee designated by the Committee for such purpose.

LIABILITY AND RESPONSIBILITY: The Wolverine Morgan Horse Association, West Michi-
gan Morgan Horse Association, Great Lakes Country Classic Show Committee, and Western
Michigan Fair Association will in no way be responsible for any loss or damage that may
occur and furthermore it will be a condition of entry that each exhibitor, trainer, owner, rider,
groom and/or agent shall hold the horse show and it s management blameless for any loss
or accident to his or her horses that may occur from sickness, accident or any other causes.
Additionally, the Wolverine Morgan Horse Association, West Michigan Morgan Horse Associa-
tion, Great Lakes Country Classic Show Committee, and Western Michigan Fair Association
will not be held responsible for any article of any kind that may be lost, stolen, or destroyed
and will not be responsible or liable for injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, employees,
spectators or any other interested parties. WARNING: Under the Michigan Equine Activ-
ity Liability Act, an equine activity sponsor or equine professional is not liable for an
injury to or the death of a participant in an equine activity resulting from an inherent
risk of the activity.

LUNGING OF HORSES: Lunging of horses is permitted in the make-up rings up to one hour
prior to the sessions. Lunging is not permitted in the West Arena at any time. Other assigned
areas for lunging will be posted in the of ce.

MEASUREMENT OF FEET: Management reserves the right to measure feet before any pro-
tests are led where the length of toe is a requirement. All champions and reserve champions
must have one foot measured immediately upon leaving the ring.

MEDICAL WASTE: Needles or other sharp disposable instruments must be placed in the
proper receptacles. Competition management may ne any individuals including trainers,
owners, exhibitors or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal.
